1. Instructions 
We strongly encourage prospective authors to prepare and submit your paper following specifications of this template: 

1.1. Use the following settings for title, authors, abstract and keywords:

· Paper title: centered paragraph, font size 14, bold.

· Author(s): full name (last name all capitals) and affiliation (institution, city, country, email) centered paragraph. Author names must not show any professional title (e.g. Director), any academic title (e.g. Dr.) or any membership of any professional organization. Each affiliation must include, at the very least, the name of the university / company, the name of the city and the name of the country where the author is based (e.g. Faculty of Economy, University of Tirana, Albania). 

· Paper abstract: describe your paper using between 150 and 250 words. Use italic font style.

· Keywords: please include up to five words with normal font, the lead word “Keywords” with bold font.
· Jel Code: please include up to three Jel Codes that best present your paper, the lead word “Jel Code” with bold font. 
1.2. Use the following settings for the main text in the paper:

· Document format: The paper should be edited and submitted as Microsoft Word document (.doc or .docx), with the following settings (all measures in inches).
· Page setup: Page size B5, orientation portrait; Margins: Normal, (1 inch all sides); section start continuous, page alignment top.
· Page numbers: Please follow bottom, center, font Times New Roman size 10, continue from previous section.
· Paragraph format: line spacing single, uncheck widow/orphan protection, alignment justify.
· Font: Times New Roman size 11, regular (unless otherwise stated in the following sections). 

· Document language: English (US/UK), automatic hyphenation off. Make sure the speller has been used to correct eventual typing and grammar mistakes.
· Document length: Each paper shall be between 3,000 and 3,500 words. Shorter papers are not allowed.  
· Regular text: For regular text use Times New Roman, normal, size 11. 
· Section format:  Use Times New Roman, bold, size 12. For subsections use Times New Roman, bold, italic, size 12. We prefer not to have sub-subsections.
1.3. Use the following settings for tables and  figures:

Figures:  Must have descriptive titles, consecutive Arabic numbering, and must be centered. For titles please use bold regular font, Times New Roman, size 10. Each title must begin with the identification number (e.g. Figure 1: xxxx, Figure 2: xxxx, etc.). Figures must be referenced in the text (e.g. Figure 1xxxx). Every figure must be placed as close as possible to the first reference in the text and must include the source at the bottom, regular font, Times New Roman, size 10. Please include a thin black outline for figures.

Each title must begin with the identification number (e.g. Table 1: xxxx, Table 2: xxxx, etc.). Tables must be referenced in the text (e.g. Table 1xxxx). Every table must be placed as close as possible to the first reference in the text and must include the source at the bottom, regular font, Times New Roman, size 10. Numbers in the table must be centered. Titles in the table must be bold.

References: Please use regular font, Times New Roman size 10. References should referred in the text based on their numbering e.g. [1], [4], etc. Please do not number this section. Follow the APA style for your References.
